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Which Repairs Qualify in an FHA 203k Loan for your buyer?
There are two main types of FHA 203k mortgage loans. The first is the regular or standard 203k, which is the best option for properties that need things like structural repairs, major remodeling, a new garage, or landscaping. The second is the Limited 203k (formerly called the Streamlined 203k), which is best for smaller, less complicated improvements (i.e. new roofing,  replacing appliances, painting). The maximum amount of the Limited 203k is $35,000. 
Among the other repairs that an FHA 203k will cover:
♡	decks
♡	patios
♡	bathroom and kitchen remodels
♡	flooring,
♡	plumbing
♡	new siding
♡	additions to the home such as a second story
♡	heating and air conditioning systems
♡	And more

The program will not cover so-called “luxury” improvements such as adding a tennis court or pool to the property. It also does not cover any improvement that does not become a permanent part of the property.

5. Freeze bananas for 2-4 hrs. Enjoy! (This and all recipes should only be done with parent/guardian supervision.)
