(If private, ask if a septic and well water test have or are going to be scheduled. If report is already completed, it should not be older than 90 days so that it can still be used at the time of settlement.)
	

	Home Inspection done?
(If yet to be done, advised that while the 203k consultation report is not a full home inspection, in most cases it can still be used in lieu of a home inspection. Client won’t need the home inspection report because the feasibility report can still be used to negotiate with the seller. If still needed, suggest that the 203k inspection be done first. If after that, client would still need the home inspection report, suggest that it can be performed by VHI if it is within Philadelphia.)
	

	Scope of Work
· If it is a refinance and the dollar amount is more than $100,000 ask the client what type of work is being proposed and have they had the scope of work evaluated by a contractor. 
· Based on the scope of work that they are going to request, ask for the architectural drawings.
