You must keep the existing foundation but saving that you can build a completely new house on that foundation and it will qualify for a 203k loan (all other conditions being met, of course) So that being said, t
earing a house down makes sense if:
* The house is structurally unsound, has rotted beams, and antiquated wiring or plumbing.
* A 
complete overhaul of the existing systems and components 
that solves 
all
 its problems would be too expensive.
* The house is on a large or attractive lot and you like the location.
* The house is less valuable than others in the neighborhood.
